Jotham reigns and dies. Ahaz reigns in Judah.
God punishes Judah. Ahaz plunders and closes the Temple.

God comforts Judah’s evil king Ahaz.

Ahaz turns to Assyria for help and becomes Assyria's servant.
In the north, Hoshea assassinates King Pekah.
Hoshea becomes Assyria's servant.

Judah’s king, Ahaz, dies. Good King Hezekiah now reigns in Judah.
Hezekiah’s first year on the throne. He re-opens the Temple.

Hezekiah rebels against his Assyrian masters.
Hoshea rebels against those same masters.

(vv.1-7) Israel is doomed. (vv.8-22) Judah warned to rely upon God, not
upon confederacies with other nations or upon idols or soothsayers.

Israel is destroyed. NO MORE KINGS OF ISRAEL TO KEEP UP WITH!
Hezekiah is healed. God promises to deliver him from Assyria.

Assyrian pride and God's vengeance prophesied.
Assyria invades Judah.

Babylonian messengers pay a visit to Hezekiah.

Hezekiah dies. Manasseh reigns in Judah.
